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Maryland Heritage Areas Authority Loans

Purpose
The Maryland Heritage Areas Authority (MHAA) may award loans to assist with the preservation of heritage resources and the enhancement of heritage attractions and visitor services located within a Certified Heritage Area (CHA).
Eligible Applicants include:
· non-profit organizations;
· local jurisdictions;
· individuals; and 
· business entities.
Non-profit organizations and business entities must be in good standing, qualified to do business in Maryland and have the legal capacity and authority to incur obligations required by MHAA.  All loan applications must be accompanied by written evidence that the management entity for the CHA endorses the project and the applicant as the appropriate lead agent for the project (for information on CHA management entities see - http://mht.maryland.gov/heritageareas.html).
Eligible Uses of Funds
To be eligible for an MHAA loan, the assisted project must be consistent with the goals, objectives, strategies, standards, and actions outlined in the applicable Certified Heritage Area management plan.  In addition, only projects that meet MHAA’s Targeted Investment (TI) project criteria are eligible for loan funding (see http://mht.maryland.gov/documents/PDF/MHAA_policy_TargetedInvestment.pdf ).
Projects that are otherwise eligible for funding through the Maryland Department of Housing and Community Development’s Neighborhood Businessworks program (NBW)  will not be considered for MHAA funding unless an application has also been submitted to NBW. More information on the NBW program is available on DHCD’s web site at www.neighborhoodrevitalization.org/Programs/NBW/NBW.aspx .
Eligible uses of loan funds include:

(  Acquisition:  Acquisition of fee title, or interest other than fee title, of real property (Real Property is land and the buildings thereon, including anything affixed or attached to the land that cannot be severed without damage); and personal property that will be used for a purpose consistent with the goals, objectives, strategies, standards, and actions outlined in the applicable Certified Heritage Area management plan (Personal Property is property owned by the loan applicant which is moveable and is not affixed to or associated with land).
(  Rehabilitation :  Activities directed to sustain the existing form, integrity, and material of a building, structure, or site.  Includes repair or alteration that makes possible a contemporary use while preserving those features of the property which are significant to its historical, architectural, and cultural values.
(  Restoration:  Activities directed to accurately recovering the form and details of property and its setting as it appeared at a particular period of time by means of the removal of later work or by the replacement of missing earlier work.
(  New construction:  Eligible use of loan funds if the design is responsive to relevant CHA design guidelines (Contact the CHA where the project will take place for information on applicable design guidelines).
(  Leasehold improvements: Rehabilitation, restoration, or minor new construction activities are eligible uses of loan funds if the term of the lease is at least equal to the term of the loan.  
(  Purchase of capital equipment, furnishings, inventory:  Loan funds may be made available for the purchase of necessary business equipment, furnishings, and inventory in combination with other capital improvements. 

(  Working capital (business expenses such as wages, rents, and other operational costs):  Eligible use of loan funds in combination with other capital improvements only.
Maximum Loan Amounts
The maximum loan commitment made for any specific project is limited by the available uncommitted balance in the MHAA Financing Fund at the time of application or anticipated to be available at the time of loan approval.  Up to 50 percent of the total project cost will be provided based on an assessment of the applicant’s financial need.  Refinancing will not be considered part of the project cost.

· All capital project grantees are also subject to review by the MHT Project Review and Compliance Unit to ensure compliance with Sections 5A-325 and 5A-326 of the State Finance and Procurement Article – see http://mht.maryland.gov/projectreview_sponsors.html ). 

Selection Criteria
Preference is given to projects that stimulate the development of new, or expand existing, products or services that will benefit visitors to and residents of CHAs.  Projects may include activities such as the development or expansion of accommodations, food services, attractions, recreational sites, and the adaptive reuse of historic buildings, structures, or sites for purposes that support heritage tourism within a CHA. 
Project viability and potential:
· Are project objectives clearly described?  Are the project budget and design reasonable to accomplish project objectives?
· Are project personnel (if known) appropriately qualified and experienced to carry out the project?
Readiness:

· Is the project ready to proceed and can project objectives be accomplished in a realistic and timely manner?
Urgency:
· What are the disadvantages to delaying this project?  Is it critical that the project be accomplished within a limited timeframe or does the project present a time-limited special opportunity?  What are the drawbacks of delaying the project, e.g. will delay likely lead to loss of funds, significant cost increases, are critical personnel only available within short timeframe, or is the project linked to an anniversary date (e.g. Bicentennial of War of 1812)? 
Consistency with Certified Heritage Area Management Plan:
· Is the project specifically identified in the Certified Heritage Area Management Plan, and does the application specify the section or page number of the management plan where the project is identified?
· If the project is not specifically identified in the Certified Heritage Area Management Plan, is the project consistent with the goals, objectives, strategies, standards, and actions outlined in the applicable Certified Heritage Area management plan, and does the application clearly explain how the project is consistent with specific goals, objectives, strategies, standards, and actions in the management plan?

Impact of the project on the CHA:
· Does the project or its products significantly leverage local and private investment, or create new jobs?
· Does the project have clear heritage tourism value, e.g. visitor resources will be created or substantially improved, the project will encourage increased visitation to heritage sites, or new visitor services will become available?
· Will the project contribute to the acquisition, preservation or conservation of significant historic, natural, or cultural resources?
Demonstration Value:
· Does the project have value as a new model whose methods and techniques are transferable for statewide, regional, or local application?
Loan Schedule and Deadlines
The Authority will determine a schedule for accepting loan applications annually.  The period from time of application until time of settlement may be up to six months.  Applications are first reviewed by MHAA staff (provided by the Maryland Historical Trust) and State loan underwriters for completeness and the creditworthiness of the borrower.  Once complete, applications are forwarded to the MHAA’s Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) for review against the selection criteria.  If the applicant qualifies, then staff reviews the loan application with the applicant, may request submission of additional information, and will reach a tentative agreement on the rate and term of loan, and the project scope of work.  Staff issues a written notification letter to the applicant that details conditions which must be met.  If the applicant wishes to proceed with the application, the loan request is then presented to the MHAA for action.
Meetings of the MHAA are scheduled on an as-needed basis, but will be held, on average, not less than quarterly.
