\ This is an immense limestone cavern with stalagmites and stalactites 
1 and is supposedly one of the largest caves in Maryland. However, its opening \ 

is not large enough for easy entrance and the floor is covered with silt 
that in some places is four feet deep. The entrance is only some 30 inches L 
in diameter and is a vertical shaft into the heart of the cave. Situated in 
the eastern portion of the County near Twiggtown, this area could very well 
be called cave country because of numerous other limestone caves; Athey Cave, 
Devil's Den, Horse Cave, which are smaller and therefore less significant. 
There is an interesting legend that stems from the Twiggtown locale. It seems 
that a very noteworthy family of Twiggs lived on a fine old homestead called 
Sink Hole Bottom Farm. One day a son of the Twigg patriarch returned home with 
an Indian maiden he had taken as his wife. Immediately disowned by the father, 
the son took his wife and built a home across the pond from the main house, I 
and for generations the blue-eyed and the black-eyed Twiggs feuded. Finally, • 
almonst a century later two of the offspring from each side of the family, • 
having forgotten the original bitterness, fell in love and were married, and 
through this relationship the qu~el was settled.
