The Wilson Mouse (historic-Smouse House) is a late eighteenth/early nineteenth century  brick
and frame, two story dwelling. The property includes a twentieth century garage, barn, and
tool shed. The house has undergone significant alterations which have compromised the
" vroperty's integrity of design, setting, materials, feeling and association. The property
o longer conveys the appearance of an early nineteenth century property. Some of the non-
contributing alterations to the dwelling include the replacement of the two-storied porch and
decorative balustrade, window replacement and reconfiguration, application of historically
inaccurate shingles, building additions and interior alterations. Alterations to the
landscape including the construction of the bern garage, snd  tree plantings are non-
contributing elements to the property. The barn appears to date to the first quarter of the
twentieth century due to its materials, construction methods, and design. The barn has also
experienced incompatible alterations such as the addition of windows and doors and the
application of artificial siding. For  these reasons, the property does not  possess
significant integrity to be eligible for the Register.
