Located to the west of Kemp Drive, the two gate posts stand, one 
on each side, along U.S. Route 40 in western Allegany County near the 
Garrett County line. 

The posts are metal obelisks five feet in height and. about fifteen 
inches square at the bottom. Each post is mounted in a concrete base 
and have two hinge hooks protruding out of the west side and corresponding 
nuts on the east side. 

Set back from the berm of the road, the posts appear to have been 
moved when the road was widened in recent years.

STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE 

These gate posts were probably erected in the mid-late 1830s 
when the federal guvernment transferred ownership of the National 
Road to the states through which sections of it passed. 

The National Road, built in the early nineteenth century, was a 
major transportation artery connecting the East Coast with the Midwest. 
From the 1820s through the 1830s, the National Road was related to 
the national debate on the constitutionality of federal involvement 
in "internal improvements". Several congressmen felt that those who 
used the road should help defray the maintenance costs but that the 
federal guvernment should not charge tolls. Congress eventually settled 
the question by turning the ownership of the National Road over to the 
states through which it passed. 

Before the states would accept ownership of the roadway, the 
federal guvernment had to agree to repair the roadbed, which in places 
meant complete reconstruction, and the building of :-y the provision 
of funds for the construction of toll houses and gates. The La.Vale 
Toll Gate House, west of Cumberland, was the first and for several 
years the only toll house within the Maryland section of the National 
Road. No evidence exists, however, indicating that a toll house was 
built at the site of these gate posts to the west of Frostburg.
