The first floor of the front facade has a triple 2/2 
window to the left of the entrance door. The side eleva­
tions have casements at the first floor and a 2/2 window 
in the attic level. The first floor of the frame struc­
ture is stucco, the original finish, but the second floor 
has aluminum siding over the original clapboard. There is 
a one story, shed roof rear porch, and a one story garage 
at the rear property line, between the two houses.
