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1932 

Building No. 11, Machine Shop, was constructed in 1932 as part of the 
U.S. Coast Guard Yard at Curtis Bay. It is a monitor-roofed, one and­
a-half story structure of steel and concrete construction with walls 
and roof clad in corrugated steel sheets. The windows of the monitor 
roof light work lofts along the east and west walls which increase the 
effective square feet of interior work space. 

No. 11 is architecturally significant as part of a group of 5 metal 
frame, corrugated-steel clad industrial buildings on the Yard, which 
reflects influences in international industrial building styles of the 
turn of the century, as embodied in designs by German architect Peter 
Behrens (1868-1940) for his Turbine Factory (1909) and other factory 
buildings in Berlin, and those of American architect Alfred Kahn (1869-
1942). Among the prolific works of the latter designer, buildings de­
signed for the budding automobile industry in America seem to have had 
the most impact on Yard building, where design features of early Kahn 
buildings (most notably the Ford Motor Works buildings in Detroit 
erected in 1913) can be detected in the design of open floor spaces 
unfettered by columnar support (made possible by trussed roofs); ex­
tension of interior work spaces through the addition of lofts, and high 
percentage of facade space dedicated to industrial windows set into steel 
sash. The worker and production-oriented spirit of these constructions 
were refined and examples of them built all over the world through their 
dissemination by the German Bauhaus movement of the 1920's.

DESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGINAL (IF KNOWN) PHYSICAL APPEARANCE 

Historic industrial buildings on the Yard are of two types: 1) steel 
frame structures clad in corrugated steel sheets built in the early 1930's to 
house boat building and repair activities; and 2) brick-veneered steel and 
concrete structures able, because of their advanced concept in industrial plant 
layout, to house multiple functions (wood-working, welding, and equiµnent 
repair activities}, as well as separate administrative and support activities 
areas. 

Both structural types replaced wood frame structures along the water­
front, a few of which dated from the opening of the Yard in 1901 but were 
mostly built in successive waves of Yard construction and modernization between 
1906 and 1928. 

'Ihe first group of metal shop buildings described in the following survey 
forms are:

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'Ihese buildings continue to function in their original uses. 'Ihey embody high 
standards for their day for clean, well-lighted interior work spaces and 
adequate floor space for movement of machinery, workers, and manufactured pro­
ducts. Floor plans also include storage space for equiµnent and tools not in 
use as well as space for employees' belongings, minimal office functions, etc. 
'Ihis kind of design reflected a new awareness among industrial designers of the 
importance to production of positive worker attitudes which, it was theorized, 
could be aided through provision of safe and pleasant work surroundings. 

'Ihe second group of brick veneered steel and concrete structures 
described in the following survey forms are:

'Ihese buildings incorporate the worker-oriented design features of the above 
group, but here are applied to structures of a more permanent nature, and in 
most cases, of larger scale. 'Ihese buildings are of a type built in the United 
States during and following W:>rld War II to accorrmodate the mass production 
needs of heavy industry, such as the Ford M'.>tor Company plant at Detroit, and 
ordnance and equiµnent plants on military and industrial bases throughout the 
country and its territories.

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Building No. 11, the Machine Shop, possesses significance as one of a 
group of five corrugated steel-clad, steel and concrete industrial buildings 
in the Yard. Metal industrial buildings in the Yard reflect the influence 
of international industrial building styles first produced on a large 
scale by American industrial designer Alfred Kahn (1869-1942), especially 
his 1913 designs for the Ford Motor Company Works. Building No. 11 has a 
trussed monitor roof and wide, open floor plan, allowing fabrication of large 
ship parts on a floor space free of columnar support. These features and 
the building's high percentage of wall space dedicated to windows and 
extension of work space through addition of lofts along the east and west 
walls, make the building characteristic of the worker and production oriented 
designs of early 20th century industrial buildings. These concepts were 
intensely developed and improved upon, receiving international attention 
with the German Bauhaus movement of the 1920's.

No. 7 DESCRIPTION (continued) 

Built in 1932, Building No. 11, the Machine Shop, is a 
l~ story monitor-roofed steel frame structure llleasuring 60 x 180 
feet. The roof is a 6 foot tall gabled clerestory. The structure 
rests on a brick foundation and cement slab floor. The exterior 
wall covering is "Canadian" square furrow corrugated steel 
sheets bolted to the frame. 

The north facade is three bays wide, with centered double 
doors flanked by two rows of windows. The bottom row on each side 
contains three sets of 30-light (5 across, 6 down) industrial windows 
with reinforced frosted glass. Clerestory windows are of the same 
type, containing 15 lights each (5 across, 3 down). Surmounting 
the double doors is a set of three 25-light windows (5 across, 
5 down). The front facade at clerestory level contains three sets 
of 15 lights each, 5 across, 3 down. The north and south facades 
are identical. 

The east facade of No. 11 runs parallel to the east bulkhead 
of Arundel Cove. The 9 bays of this facade are filled with windows 
of the same type as on the front facade, except the center bay at 
ground level which is occupied by a wide double doorway. Windows 
of both main floor and clerestory correspond in size and type to 
those on the front facade. The east and west facades are identical. 
The sloping roof of the main floor and the gabled clerestory are 
of conunon corrugated steel, Four air circulation vents with 
flanged, domed tops rise from the ridge of the clerestory roof. 

Interior inspection of No. 11 reveals steel frame post and 
beam construction, with a 20 foot wide loft running the entire length 
of the west side, providing added floor space for workers, small 
machinery, and storage. A 20 foot square storage loft is located 
in the northeast corner. Machine shop and tool room occupy the 
ground floor. Clerestory windows illuminate the loft areas as well 
as the center of the floor below.
