The Dr. Harry Baldwin Gantt House, known as "Hardythe," is a mid-19th and
early 20th centuries, two-story frame dwelling, located in the northwest corner
of the intersection of Millersville and Waterbury Roads. Begun in circa 1865 as
a side-passage plan house, the present appearance of "Hardythe" is the result of
two expansions: the west cross-gable wing in circa 1890 and the eastern two bays
of the main block in circa 1910. The final composition includes a Colonial
Revival influenced two-story main block which measures 5 bays by 3 bays. A
mid-19th century frame summer kitchen and stone, frame and concrete block dairy
are also associated with the site.

The Dr. Harry Baldwin Gantt House, known as 'Hardythe," is a mid-19th and
early 20th centuries, two-story frame dwelling, located in the northwest cormner
of the intersection of Millersville and Waterbury Roads. It is set back and
faces south towards Millersville Road. An abandoned drive, marked by two stone
entrance pillars, is still visible, leading from Millersville Road to the house.
A mid-19th century frame summer kitchen and stone, frame and concrete block dairy
are also associated with the site,

Begun in circa 1865 as a side—passage plan house, the present appearance of
"Hardythe'" is the result of two expansions: the west cross—gable wing in circa
1890 and the eastern two bays of the main block in circa 1910, The final
composition includes a Colonial Revival influenced two-story main block which
measures 5 bays by 3 bays. It is based on a central passage plan with the
principal entrance located on the facade, south elevation. The main block has a
gable roof pierced by two pitched-roof dormers on both the facade and rear
slopes. A hip-roof, one-story porch, supported by Doric columns, runs across the
facade of the main block.

The west wing was built to accommodate a winter kitchen and an office for
Dr. Harry Baldwin Gantt, a physician. It is a two-story, 3 bay by 3 bay wing
with a cross-gable roof and a central entrance on the facade.

The principal entrance into the main block is a wide, 3-panel door. The
central panel is a single pane.of beveled glass. Side lights of 3 panes each
flank the door. .

The house was covered with aluminum siding and central heating was added in
1980.

The frame, 1 1/2 story, rectangular summer kitchen is located just north of
the west wing. This may date from circa 1865, when the earlier portion of the
dwelling was built. To the north of the kitchen is a dairy which has a stone
foundation and concrete block and frame walls. The concrete block has replaced
earlier frame walls. According to the present owner”s daughter, Mrs. John
Bayley, a stable, barn and corncrib once stood on the property.

"Hardythe" is a good example of an early 20th century Colonial Revival
influenced house. It is important for its association with the Baldwin family of
Bunker Hill (AA-177). Many of the descendants of William Henry Baldwin, the
builder of nearby Bunker Hill, owned property within close proximity to Severn
Crossroads.

The earlier porti?n of "Hardythe" was built in circa 1865 by Owen Cecil for
his son, Julius Cecil. Owen Cecil owned large tracts of land in the 2
Millersville area. 'Hardythe" was purchased by Harry Baldwin Gantt in 1889.
Gantt and his wife, Sue Adreon Gantt, and family were living at nearby Bunker
Hill, the Baldwin family homestead (see AA-177). Harry Baldwin Gantt was the son
of Maria Baldwin Gantt and Benjamin Edward Gantt. 1In circa 1890, Harry Gantt
added the west wing as his physician”s officeé and the family began occupying Ehe
house. The house was expanded again in circa 1910 to its present appearance,

Dr. Gantt died in 1912. By 1918, "Hardythe" was being used as a summer
dwelling. Sue Adreon Gantt died in 1931 and the house was inherited by her
children, one of whom is Edith Duker. Mrs. Duker has made "Hardythe" her
year-round residence since 1980.

Edith Duker is a noted local historian; she is the author of numerous
newspaper articles dealing with historical topics. She is a member of the Anne
Arundel Chapter of the D.A.R. and is the author of a short history of the
Chapter.
