It has been 
altered significantly on the exterior and more so on the interior. The frame 
shed, which stands southwest of the house, is covered with board and batten 
siding and was probably constructed as a stable. Immediately southwest of the 
house, between it and the shed/stable, is a boundary stone marking one of the 
Hammonds' tracts, surveyed in 1790. Approximately one mile southwest of the 
boundary stone stood Hammond's Manor (AA-172) until it was destroyed by fire in 
1980.
