The building at 216 E. Lexington Street is an old structure which has a 
new facade .

This structure, like several others on this block of E. Lexington Street 
predates the Baltimore Fire of 1904. The building at 216 E. Lexington Street was 

' built before 1885, except for the front facade which was redone in 1984-85 . In 1911 
the building was a saloon and it has had several other occupants throughout the 20th 
century . Overall the building is in good condition and although the facade is new 
it is compatible with the other buildings in the area.
