Above an altersd first floor storefront, the upper portion of this two story
high, threes bay wide structure is intact. The altered storefront is made of
brick with large aluminum frame windows and a door capped by a plastic Roy Roger
sign. A small dentiled cornice with wave molding begins the exposed original
second floor facade. It features three windows set into decorative surrounds
with pediments, end brackets and cartouches. Each opening is filled with 'a
double wood casement window. An ornamental cornice with egg and dart molding,
dentils and scroll consoles is surmounted by a parzpet that completes the
facade.

This small commercial building has an extremely high first floor leveal.
Although the first flocor has been altered a great deal, the second floor is
intact. An early photograph of the adjoining building partially shows the
original first floor design. If this design or a compatible first floor
treatment is installed on this building, it would contribute to the historic
character of the area.
