DESCRIPTION: 2130 East Fayette Street is a three bay, two story cornerstone rowhouse, 
located at the northwest corner of the intersection of Fayette (originally Pitt) Street and 
Collington (originally Choptank) Street, west of the southeast corner of the the Middle East 
Planning District and north of the northern boundary of the Butchers Hill National Register 
Historic District, in east Baltimore, Maryland. The building has an elaborate wraparound 
cornice with large dentils, elongated brackets connected to a running board, and decorative 
coutouts on the frieze. Decorative wood vents still remain on the building above the running 
board. The second floor windows are elongated, 1 over 1, wood frames, with decorative 
segmental arches with raised capstones. A recessed stringcourse runs between the second floor 
windows. The first floor storefront has been redone. It is constructed out of plywood and has 
a recessed door and two rectangular bays. The building previously had a cornerstone facade. 
The castiron corner entrance column is visible beneath the west bay. The original first floor 
cornice remains. It is a large molded dentillated cornice. The east side of the structure 
has two stringcourses, one beneath the roofline and one running between the first and second 
floors. 

SIGNIFICANCE: 
AREA' Architecture Local LEVEL: 

2130 East Fayette Street is an example of the application of Italianate style elements, 
in this case elongated windows, prominent cornices, and stringcourses, to the traditional 
Baltimore rowhouse, without changing the structure's form and still maintaining the 
simple Baltimore aesthetic. 2130 is also an example of the use of the rowhouse as both a 
residential and commercial strucutre. 2130 East Fayette Street is eligible for the National 
Register within the context of its neighborhood, a district of undefined boundaries, that 
traditionally was a community of middle and working class people. The area surrounding 2130 
East Fayette Street grew as an extension of the tradesmen's village of Butchers Hill. Fayette 
Street was an important thoroughfare for the tradesmen of Butchers Hill. It lead to the 
Philadelphia Road which was the major corridor for the transportation of goods to and from 
the surrounding countryside.Therefore a number of stores existed along this street. The 
Sanborn map shows that at one time there were six stores in just the block of 2130 alone. 
The Baltimore City Directories show that from 1920 up until 1940 Anna and Lipman Yankoff 
ran a combination grocery and meat dealer at 2130 East Fayette Street. By 1956 there were 
no stores or business establishments at this address.
