This 3% story high, 3 tay wide Victcriun Italianate CGethic town house -
is faced in monochreomatic sandstene ashlar with chiseled margins.

Built ¢. 1880, it was designed by architect Jackson C. Gott, whe was
responsible for the plans of the later, Richardsoniun Eastern High

Service Pumping Station (1890), and the Maryland State Panitentiary (1893),
both in Baltimore.

The bhase of the building is defined by a broad chamferred water table
which stretches from the entranceway on the left, projecting beyond two
recessed basement wirdows sel in the uasonry. A stone stairway flanked

by low, broad chamferred stone rails with pedimental newells leads to

the saracenic entranceway, composed cf a stilted horseshoe arch, supported
on marble Ccrinthian colonettes, which risc from the water iable. The
voussoirs of the arch ere alternately bush-hammerred and smeoth-finished
with recessed, carved rosettes; a thin, unbroken drip molding runs at the
extrades. ‘he projecting, chamfer ed architrave is addit’onally adorned
with rosettes sbove the coloneties, and runs continuously across the face
of the building, framing the upper third of the rectangular {irst story
windows, which have flat sills and vhich are set into the chamferred edges
of the cheer masonry. Atove the windows the frame expands intc pedimental
forms adorneed with rosettes and incised detail. The undersides of the
pediments are csrved in a row of Jagged teeth. The windcw openings are
fitted with double hung windows with 1/1 lights, the lower thLird being
vrotected by laier, ornamerntcd metal bars. The entrancewsy is fitted with
the original penelled and carved double wooden doors, whichk rise to fill
the horseshoe irn framed quarter-circles of glass.

Deeply projecting stone telt coursss, raked to shaarp points, mark the second
and third floor levels., The rectangular windows at tnese levels.are deeply
regessed into the masonry facade which is chamferred at sills and cpening -
edges. Framed similarly tc the windows of the first flcor, horizentally con-
tinuous stone moldings bend to surround the upper third of the windows,
rising to pedimental forms above each opening. A variety of carved and in-
cised floral and geometric motifs ornament each pediment., All windows are
double hung with 1/1 lights.

SNOILONYLSNI

At the attic level the top-heavy, shingled mansard rocf breaks out in a
profusion of vertical elements, presenling an array of contrasts in the
location and scale of elements. Flanked by cverscaled brackels which are
supported on pairs of miniature colonettes and which rise into high pedi-
mental forms, & ceeply bracketed cornice supports the kick of the overhang-
mansard, Flush with the wall plane, a ceniral, gabled, sandstone ashlar
dormer pushes through the rocf. The pair of round-arched, double hung win-
dows with 1/1 lighte which it contains is defined with overscaled voussoirs
and separated by a single coleunette. iAbove the Woussoirs, the gable end is
textured with chiseled masonry insets, which c¢limb tc the aper, peaking in

a carved stone floral finial. o
