RIBE THE PRESENT > -ID ORIGINAL f/f IrnownJ PHYSICAL APPEARANCE 

This 3 story high, 3 bay wide stone town house was designed by E. Francis Baldwin and 
Josias Pennington and built c. 1890. It is built in a restrained Beaux-Arts Style, 
although in detail and massing it is typical ofthe Queen Anne in Eaitimore. 

A wide entrance bay with portico recessed beneath a two story oriel is joined on the 
right by a two bay wide member. They are banded together by strong horizontal accents 
provided by the marble ashlar base and water table, the belt course at second floor 
level, the cornice which is heavily articulated with a row of closely set modillions, 
and by the rusticated masonry of the three principal floors. The entranceway is 
reached by a short flight of steps running to the house. It is flanked on either side 
by a set of four columns set squarely on pedestals projecting from the broken base. 
Framing these are single columns set on the intermediate plane of the rear columns, 
on pedestals created by the introduction of two rectangular basement windows, filled 
with iron bars. Mannered capitals support a plain entablature, which is broken and 
angled to support the oriel above. 

The first floor wall plane behind holds an unarticulated flat-arched entrance with 
fcectangular window openings that are filled with decorative iron grills. They rise 
above the basement windows and are visible in the wide spacing between double and 
single columns. To the right, two segmental—arched double-hung windows with l/l 
lights (all windows described hereafter are double-hung, with l/l lights) are recessed 
into the wall plane, set above two additional, barred, rectangular basement windows. 
The first floor windows are set with flat window baskets of iron and have rusticated 
voussolrs. 

From the second belt course the flat frames of the second floor, flat-arched windows 
rise. The large front window of the oriel rises immediately from the course. Label 
moldings above the top corners frame a carved carved cartouche, end consoles set on 
floral knobs frame these and support the flat projecting hood. The smaller side 
windows of the oriel and the two windows of the right baj< are similarly treated; set 
on molded stone panels which rests on the belt course below, they are adorned with 
more elaborate cartouches above, set between stone scrolls. Each is capped with a 
flat projecting hoodj at the angles of the oriel the hoods are carried around as 
additional molding. 

The rectangular third floor windows are each set into flat frames with crossets at 
each corner, and rest on projecting sills. The large openings in the oriel rests 
above a recessed, molded panel flanked by scrolls, and is fitted with a double 
window divided by a wooden mullion. Above the windows, strings of molding support 
a flat frieze and the deeply projecting cornice, which kicks out at each of the 
angles of the oriel. A flat parapet rises above, and is topped by a thin molding.
