Description: The building has two main elevations, a long side consisting of eleven 
bays facing Charles Street and a shorter one of seven bays on Franklin Street. The 
main floor on Charles Street is occupied by storefronts and has been faced up to the 
sill level of the second floor with bronzed aluminum panels. The apartment hotel 
entrance on Franklin Street has a projecting canopy or marquee on two pillars. This 
facade, including the marquee and pillars, is also covered in the aluminum panelling, 
except for the central area where the brick facing is exposed. The upper floors 
are primarily brick and are punctuated by oriel bays extending from the second floor 
through the cornice line. The second floor is faced with dark red brick in a 
rusticated pattern. A stone belt course of fret molding sets off the upper floors 
which are in a lighter brick and have quoins up to the lower cornice below the 
seventh floor. The windows have aluminum storm sash over 1/1 frames. Garlanded 
consoles decorate the flat arches. The.oriel bays have three sides and have floral 
panels below each window. The bays are painted yellow. A massive modillion cornice 
with garlanded console brackets and dentils terminates the facade. The south .and 
west elevations are unadorned stock brick with square projecting bays on the south 
Significance: elevation. An exterior fire escape is located between the bays. 

Area: architecture Level local 

The Rochambeau, although built after the 1904 Fire during the upsurge of 
development along Charles Street, is architecturally linked with the 19th century 
styles. The prominent bays and the irregular cornice line suggest the surface 
restlessness of the 1880's apartment houses. The architect of the Rochambeau was 
not identified in this survey. The site of the building was previously occupied 
by the residence of Dr. William Osier, who lived there from 1892 until 1905 when the 
house was demolished for construction of the Rochambeau. The name refers to the 
encampment of Rochambeau's troops on the site in 1782.

Number 1 West Franklin S t . , o r ig ina l ly refered to as The 
Rochambeau i s s i tua ted at the southwest corner of the i n t e r ­
section formed by North Charles and Franklin S t ree t s in Baltixo^e 
Maryland. This i s a seven story mult iple dx*elling constructed 
of brick with stone ornamentations. 

The north side of the bui lding(facing Franklin S t . ) i s 
six bays wide. The f i r s t s tory has an aluminum sided s t o r e ­
front with one cen t ra l ly located door. The six 1-oane rectangul;i 
windows vary in s i z e . 

The second through seventh s t o r i e s have two pro jec t ing , 
s tone, bay windows cen t ra l ly located above the f i r s t story 
door. All windows are one over one sash. The seventh story 
corner windows oncthe-north and east side of the bui lding are 
grouped. 

The east s ide(facing N.Charles S t . ) i s eleven bays wide. 
The f i r s t s tory i s of the same design and construction as tha t 
of the north s i de . Five f l a t , non-transom, doors serve as • 
entrances to "he various shons. Single rj^ne display windows 
connect the doors with one another. 

The second through seventh s to r i e s have four project ing 
stone bay windows—two are cen t ra l ly loca ted . 

The second bay in from the corner of Charles and Kranklin 
S t ree t s no longer se^re as widows, ra ther they have been bricked 
up. ^

A stone Greek f re t (var ia t ion) run$ between the second and 
th i rd s t o r i e s . A simple brick and stone f r e t i s located 
between the s ix th and seventh s t o r i e s . 

The stone cornice i s a simnle var ia t ion of the 
Corinthian Order.
