Descripti£n1: The three-bay main elevation is flemish bond brick with flat

stone lintels and sills. The doorway has been altered with a reproduction Greek
Revival surround with fluted pilasters and a triglyph frieze. The door itself

is a modern Colonial reproduction with a 9-light upper panel and a cross—-paneled
lower section. The windows are 1/1. Stone decorative panels between the second
and third floors appear to be early 20th centurv additions. A Baltimore Eguitable
Fire Insurance marker is located to the right of the panels. The roof eaves and a
rain gutter overhang a modillion cornice. An off-center dormer with five
vertical windows is also a 20th century addition.

The original structure of the house may date from about 1820 but has been
altered several times. The residence of Dr. Edward H. White from 1864 to 1872
and of Charles Grindall from 1901 to 1923, the house possibly acquired the stone
ranels in 1911 when Grindall erected the building at 421-423 North Charles,
with a design by Baldwin and Pennington (B-2098). Grindall began a dentistry
practice in 1874 and branched out into real estate in the early 20th century.
From 1889 to 1900, he occupied the building which previously stood at 421 North
Charles moving to 5 East Franklin which became both his office and residence.

There is no store front; instead, there are two
double hung, one-over-one windows with stone sills and
flat-arch lintels, and a door with six lights flanked by
flat, fluted pilasters supporting an entablature with
triglyphs.

The decorative panels between the second and third
story windows contain escutcheons within a roundel flanked
by four vertical incisions in the stone.

The roof dormer (altered) is wide, and contains
five glass, panels for windows.
