Description: The rectangular building has a three bay facade on Franklin Street 
and a five bay elevation on St. Paul Place. The Franklin Street elevation has a 
dominant center bay with a stone framed entrance. Square pilasters support a 
paneled frieze and cornice with a peaked parapet. Above this is a stone-framed 
slate panel with vertical lettering in the name "Jennings". Above the panel in a 
blind arch is a blank medallion with wreath and floral embellishment. The windows 
of the first floor on both elevations are modern bronzed aluminum casements with 
flat arches and stone sills. The flemish bond exterior has brick quoins and stone 
belt courses above and below the second floor. The St. Paul elevation has blind 
arched window frames with stone keys and spring stones. The end bays have stone 
lintels over the windows and a wreathed medallion in the arch tympanum. The 
first floor on this elevation has two secondary entrances. Above the top belt course 
is a plain parapet with stone coping. Evidence of a continuous sign or frieze, now 
removed, is visible on both elevations. 

Significance: 
Area: architecture Level : local 

The Florists Exchange operated as a wholesale distribution center for florists 
and thus was essentially a warehouse building. The exterior treatment, however, was 
in a Classical Revival style that echoed the elaborate facades of the shops on 
Charles Street. The site was vacant in the 1890's and this survey discovered no 
evidence of a previous building at that location. About 7 years after the construc­
tion of the Florists Exchange, it was sold to the S.S. Pennock Meehan Company of 
Philadelphia which continued the floral distribution business until the early 
1940's.

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DESCRIBE T H E P R E S E N T * -ID O R I G I N A L (il known) PHYSICAL. A P P E A R A N C E 

This masonry building, laid in Flemish bond, is two and 
one half stories high, and three bays wide.In the middle bay 
of the first story is a double glass door with a one piece 
grilled transom overhead. Flanking the doorway are two flat 
pilasters of stone which support an entablature with tri-
glyphs at each end. Above this is a cornice surmounted by a 
pediment-like block. On either outer side of the pilasters 
is a one-piece window set in a flat-arched recess (the re­
cess on the right has been partially bricked up. These win­
dows have straight bond lintels and stone sills. Above the 
windows is a belt course which is interrupted by the cornice 
over the entrance. 

The middle bay of the second story is occupied by a 
keystoned, stilted,round-arched recess which now contains 
a sign bearing the name of the company which occupies the 
building. Above the flat-arched, stone-framed area which 
contains the sign is a decorative stepped pyramid of stone; 
in it is a roundel between two crossed palmettes. Flanking 
this center bay arrangement are two plate glass windows 
(one on each side) with braced stone sills and straight bond 
frames and lintels. There are two small one-piece windows 
above these second story windows, followed by a belt course 
and a parapet which conceals the building's flat roof.
