The second floor of painted brick has 2-over-i1 double hung windows, which have
lower panes that are taller then their upper panes. The third floor is sur-
faced with gray painted metal panels (15, arranged in 3 horizontal rows of
five). The roof edge is ornamented by a plain molded cornice.
