1850's. Number 928 is a "particularly nice corner house. 
Numbers 940-948 are later but complete the group stylishly. 

Shop fronts at 942, 944, 946-948 could be kept or removed if 
continued commercial use is not feasible. Number 932 is 
formstoned. 

Environmental context: 
Well-travelled, two-way street; needs trees badly. Across 
from a good group of houses in block.187; adjacent to Poe 
Homes.
