Notable features: 

The gable roofed houses 859, 861, 865 and 867 could be slightly 
earlier (1800-1845). Several styles are represented in the 
row. Numbers 865-867 have doors at the street with no steps. 
Number 869 is the most recent of the group with original 
store front and cornice. It should be kept, though damaged, 
because of its Poppleton Street front-side. 

Environmental context: 

Number 869 damaged by fire; numbers 859 and 867 are vacant. 
Although lots at 857-847 are vacant from recent demolition, 
the 859-869 group can stand on its own. They have good scale 
house-to-house. Across the street is Poe Homes. Street is 
wide and busy; needs street trees.
