5601 Govane Avenue is a three bay, two story house of the shingled cottage 
style. A cross gabled roof is decorated with a brick chimney at the right 
side. In both gable ends are fixed carpenter Gothic windows with four 
lights. Windows of the west (front) and south facades are double hung with 
U/U lights. The main entrance,with a flat-topped transom, is located in 
the left bay of the front. An open porch, supported by four wooden piers, 
projects from the front first story. A back projection contains a second 
story closed veranda. 

£601 Govane Avenue is located within an old residential development of Govans.

5601 Govane Avenue, a reminder of the rural Govane*s Town of the past, is a 
unique building in Govans. This type of cottage style was popularized in 
America in the 181*0's and was used extensively throughout rural America 
until the 1920's. Several houses of this style can be found in a scattering 
of obscure locations in Govans, but none have the carpenter Gothic element 
of 5601 Govane Avenue.
