Maenner's Market is a simple, wooden clapboard, frame building of two stories and 
three bays. The slate-shingled gabled roof is decorated with a single chimney at 
the center. The bargeboard roof-trim of the gable end of the south side facade is 
the only ornamental element of the building. The first and third bays of the second 
story are composed of double windows. The central bay has a single window. All win­
dows of the second story are double hung with 2/2 lights, plain surrounds, and 
shutters. There are entrances on the first story in the first and second bays. The 
central entrance is protected by a gabled open porch supported by two piers. A small 
fixed window is located in the third bay. An open shed-roofed porch protects the 
area outside this window where various groceries are displayed in warmer weather. 

Maenner's Market is located at a busy section of the York Road corridor, one block 
north of Bellona Avenue.

STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE 

Grocery stores are usually the earliest businesses established in a community. The 
building presently occupied by Maenner's Market has been serving as a country store 
for Govans residents for about 110 years. One of the earliest proprietors of the 
building was Joseph Dewees whose name is used to identify Govans* Dewees Park. The 
store was later owned by a man named Griffin. At this time, about 1890, the trolleys 
turned around in the lot just north of the store on what is now the site of Rustler's. 
Until the late 195>0's this stop was known as "Govans Switch"or "Griffin's Switch". 
Still later Stephen Earp, who earlier owned the hay, grain and feed store of Govans, 
ran this store on York Road. It is presently owned by Mr. Maenner, and the same fine 
country fruits and vegetables can be found at its outdoor stand. Maenner's Market 
is a living example of the rural nature of nineteenth century Govans.
