This pair of three story, two bay wide brick houses with shed roofs and 
bracketed cornice actually represent a remodeling and enlargement of the original 
back building of 900 S. Charles St., which dated from the 1830's. The houses 
are notable for the fact that they are among the few Italianate-style houses in 
the Federal Hill area which still have their original molded wood, arched doorway 
enframements intact.

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DESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGINAL (IF KNOWN) PHYSICAL APPEARANCE 

This pair of three story brick houses with shed roof and modillion cornice 
were built as a unit adjoining 900 S. Charles St., a large corner building 
that occupies the south-west corner of Charles and Henrietta Streets. 

The houses are three stories in height. 1 W. Henrietta St. is three bays 
(17 1/2' wide) and 3 W. Henrietta St. is two bays ( 12' wide). The houses are 
24' deep and occupy shallow lots (1 W. Henrietta's lot is 24' deep; 3 W. 
Henrietta's lot is 32' deep). The houses are constructed in common bond. The 
shed roof is surmounted by a simple Italianate cornice consisting of a deeply 
projecting crown molding supported by a row of carved modillions set above a row 
of smaller, plain modillions. There is a plain wood freize area and the entire 
cornice is supported by two simple, groovad end brackets. Each house has a 
rear roof chimney located along the western side of the house. 

The window openings on all floors have splayed brick lintels and wood sills. 
All of the windows are filled with double hung, 4/4 sash. Each house has a 
late Victorian four panel door set beneath a single light transom. Each doorway 
has a reeded, Italianate-style arched wooden decorative enframement with no 
little pretension to style. The houses sit on low basements, the entrances beii_ 
reached by two stone steps each. The coal chute opening is located in the 
pavement, beneath the first floor windows.

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STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE

This pair of houses originally was part of the two story back building of the 
house at 900 S. Charles St., built by John Kriel c. 1830 and enlarged by Henry Maudrich 
in the 1850's. The present houses were probably separated from the structure at 
900 S. Charles St. (and the third story added) in the 1870's after Maudrich sold the 
property to a Frederick Koenig.1- The houses then undoubtedly served to provide rental 
come for the owners of the commercial property at 900 S. Charles St.
