This side of Henrietta St., west of Light St., is improved by several 
different groups of two story plus attic, two bay wide brick houses with gable 
roofs, built by various local house carpenters including William and Samuel Harman. 
The houses were built contemporaneously with John S. Gittings's similar rows to 
the south along Hamburg and Light Streets and were intended for a working class 
market. Many are currently being renovated. 
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DESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGINAL (IF KNOWN) PHYSICAL APPEARANCE 

This pair of two story plus attic brick houses with gable roofs was built in 
the late 1840's as part of the development of this side of Henrietta St. The houses 
were built by the same builder who constructed the neighboring houses at 31-39 Henrietta' 
St. 

The houses are two and a half stories in height, 10'9" wide, and occupy lots 51 1/2' 
deep. Each house is two rooms deep and has a one story high, two bay deep rear addition. 
The houses are constructed in running bond. The low-pitched gable roof has a simple, 
two-tier brick cornice. 27 Henrietta St has a single hooded chimney located along 
the west side of the rear roof gable; 29 Henrietta has a double rectangular chimney 
located along the east side of the rear roof gable. 

The two facades currently have different lintel treatments. Whether this was always 
the case is not clear. At 27 Henrietta St. the first and second floor window openings 
have segmentally arched brick lintels with solid wood tympanums. At 29 Henrietta St. 
the facade seems to have been re-faced with new brickwork and the window openings now 
have flat wood lintels. The attic story windows of both houses have flat wood lintels 
and all of the sills are wood. The first and second story window openings of both 
houses are filled with new 6/6 double hung sash; the attic story windows are filled 
with new 3/3 sash. Both houses have modern six panel doors. 27 Henrietta St. has a 
single light transom; 29 Henrietta St. has a three-light transom. The houses sit on 
low basements, the entrances being reached by one brick step at 27 and one stone step 
at 29 Henrietta St. Each house has a coal opening set within the sidewalk under the 
first floor window. 
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STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE 

These houses are representative of a large group of such two story plus attic 
houses built in the 1840's and 1850's in this section of Federal Hill to accomodate 
the growing labor force centered around the Baltimore waterfront. Although showing 
possible stylistic influences from Greek Revival style buildings constructed in 
Baltimore in the 1820's and 1830's (in the proportions of the attic windows and the 
chaste exterior details), the outstanding feature of these houses is their extreme 
simplicity of design and detailing. They are practical adaptations of a current mode 
of building, designed to meet the need for efficient, low-cost housing for a growing 
forking class community. The floor plan is essentially the same as that of the two 
story with dormer windows type of house which generally preceded this type chronologically 
—the two main floors having both a front and back room separated by an enclosed, narrow, 
and tightly winding staircase. Both front and back rooms usually have fireplaces. 
The kitchens were located in the one story high rear addition. The increase in height 
of the third story (from a dormer story to an attic story) allowed the third story 
to be divided into two separate rooms, in place of the one open room usual with the 
dormer-storied houses, thus providing welcome, additional, private living space. 

Houses of this type were usually rented, a block of such houses often being held 
by a single landlord, in most cases the builder or developer. In this case, the houses 
were sold by the builder to an individual who rented them to various tenants and then 
sold them to individual owners in 1862-1863.1 The first owner/occupant of 27 Henrietta 
St.was a Dennis Maher, a machinist and millwright.
