fairly well-to-do local clients. The houses are quite large and commodious and 
face Federal Hill Park. Their size and location (with harbor views) has made 
them desirable for residences for some years.

DESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGINAL (IF KNOWN) PHYSICAL APPEARANCE 

This pair of three story, three bay brick houses with shed roofs and 
modillion cornice was built as part of a group of large houses constructed along 
this side of Warren Ave. in the 1880's. 

The houses are three stories in height, 22 1/2' wide, and occupy lots 109' 
deep. Each house has a two story high, four bay deep rear addition. The houses 
are constructed in running bond. The shed roofs are capped by a simple cornice 
consisting of a deeply projecting crown molding supported by a row of modillions, 
set above a row of scroll-sawed motifs. Three narrow brackets connected the 
cornice to a "'lower molding strip which is now missing. Each house has 
chimneys located along the partition wall between the two houses in addition to 
rear end chimneys at the south end of the rear additions. 

All of the window openings have splayed brick lintels and stone sills. All of 
the window openings are filled with 1/1 double hung sash. A decorative band of 
marble runs along the lower edge of the first floor level and the entire basement 
area of the facade is faced with marble. Each house has a new, decorative door 
enframement. At 403 Warren Ave. an Italianate, molded wood, arched frame has 
been applied to the original, probably splayed-brick-lintel doorway. A set of 
late Victorian, double glass and panel doors is set beneath an arched single 
light transom. At 405 Warren Ave. a Colonial-style doorway with triangular 
pediment supported by fluted pilasters frames a pair of French doors. These 
lead to an entryway, with a late Victorian glass and panel door beyond leading 
to the main hall. The houses sit on high basements, the entrance to 403 Warren 
being reached by three marble steps and the entrance to 405 Warren being reached 
by six marble steps. Each house has two rectangular basement windows, located 
beneath the first floor windows.

S. Charles St. (which later became the Wessel Dept. Store) Wessel later moved to 
805 Battery Ave.
