The east side of the 1100 block of Light St. is improved with a variety 
of types of combination residential/commercial structures, the majority of 
which, however, date to the period between 1855 and 1865. At 1101 Light St. 
there is a two story, two bay wide brick corner storefront with shed roof 
built just after the Civil War on the site of an earlier structure. Imme­
diately adjoining to the south, at 1103 Light St., is a three story, three 
bay wide brick building with shed roof and sheet metal bracketed cornice, 
built in the early 1880's. Between these two buildings and the row beginning 
at 1117 Light St. a modern three story commercial structure has replaced 
earlier house/storefronts. At 1119-1123 Light St. there is a row of three 
story, three bay wide brick houses with gable roofs built to serve a combined 
residential/commercial function in the late 1850's by Albert Schumacher, a 
prominent leader of the Baltimore German community. 1117 Light St., formerly 
a part of this row, has since been enlarged in height and now has a shed roof 
and bracketed cornice. Across Weber St. to the south, there is a row of 
three story, three bay wide brick residential/commercial buildings, with shed 
roofs and bracketed cornices, built in the 1855-1865 period by Lorenz Bopp, a 
dry goods'manufac-turer who had his shop at 1137 Light St. The majority of 
these buildings on Light St. now have modern storefront areas.

DESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGINAL (IF KNOWN) PHYSICAL APPEARANCE 

This three story, two bay brick house with gable roof was built in the late 
1850's as part of a group of such houses extending along this side of Light St. 
The first floor area of the house has been converted into a modern store-front. 

The house is three stories in height, 18' wide, and occupies a lot 90' deep. 
The house is two rooms deep but the original rear additions have been replaced by 
a modern three story high, three bay deep section, followed by a two story high, five 
bay deep section which extends to the end of the lot. The house is constructed in 
running bond. The low-pitched gable roof has a simple brick cornice. There is a single 
hooded chimney located along the south side of the front roof gable and a double hooded 
chimney located along the south side of the rear gable. 

The second and third floor window openings have splayed brick lintels and sills 
made of rustic stone. The window openings are filled with double hung 1/1 sash. 
The first floor area of the house has been converted into a modern store-front with 
a centrally located glass and aluminum door flanked by two, three-sided .platelglassL'.shop 
windows set on low brick bases. A flat aluminum sign area extends across the entire 
width of the store-front area. The entrance is reached directly from the sidewalk.
