2. cornice. There is also decorative trim across the storefront
windows. The interior of the house has been badly damaged
by fire. No windows,doors and little trim remain in the
house. There are two fireplaces with no mantles. The
stairway and banisters have been badly burned and charred.

3. Although no windows remain in the house the exterior trim
in the front and side remain intact. There is some usable
trim and casing in the front, however, the rear has been
badly damaged by fires. There were two fireplaces in the
house, however, the mantles no longer remain. It appears
there was a frame addition on the rear as can be seen by
the two doors on the second and third floor doors which
has been removed or burned down. Further, jack arches
highlight the second and third story windows in the front.
