Resource Count: 1 

This circa 1850-1860, three-bay, five-story commercial 
building faces west on N. Howard Street and abuts two partywall 
structures. The stretcher bond facade is embellished with cast 
iron lintels and a boldly projecting cornice. The street frontage 
is 27'6" and the depth is 63'. 

The first story has been substantially altered circa 1930-
1940. The facade is divided into three unequally sized bays. The 
first (north) bay is the entrance to the upper stories. The 
entrance consists of a glass double door that opens onto an 
interior vestibule. The vestibule leads to a flights of stairs 
that rises straight back to the second story. A large display 
window fills the second bay. The display window is composed of 
three large plates of glass divided by metal mutins. Two 19th-
century fluted, cast iron columns are visible behind the plates of 
glass; these are remnants of the original store front. The third 
bay contains the slightly recessed entrance to the first-story 
commercial space. The entrance is reached by two stone steps. The 
door jambs are wood panels embellished with incised Art Deco 
designs. The wall between the door and window openings and under 
the second story windows are faced with fluted aluminum siding; 
this aluminum siding is a continuous sheet that connects this 
facade to the building to the north. A large fabric awning spans 
the first story. 

The second, third, fourth, and fifth stories are stacked 
versions of each other, except that the height of the windows 
decreases as the stories rise. Each story has three 6/6 sash 
windows. The shelf sills are composed of two back bands with pairs 
of rosette-embellished, scrolled brackets at each end. The cast 
iron lintels on the second and third stories have routed edges and 
a shell at the crest. The lintels of the fourth story are 
identical, save for the absence of the shell. The lintels on the 
fifth story are not expressed, the brick coursing runs across the 
tops of the windows. Each story has iron tie rods. 

The cornice has a bold projection of fillet, ogee, fillet, 
back band, a row of grooved brackets, egg and dart molding, bead, 
and quarter round molding. A string course and five-brick 
projecting brick band runs below the cornice. Where the cornice 
turns the corner on the north and south walls, the pair of brackets 
have a drop pendant on the ends.

Prepare both a summary paragraph of significance and a aeneraL statement of history and 
support. The architectural design of this five-story, three-bay 
building is a good example of a two-part commercial block dating to 
the third quarter of the nineteenth century. The first story would 
have been used for a sales or display area and the upper stories 
would have been used as offices or light manufacturing areas. The 
cast iron columns on the first story were part of a new commercial 
aesthetic of bigger display windows that was made possible by 
technological advances in glass. making and the casting of iron 
supports. The facade is trimmed with decorative cast iron lintels 
and an ornate cornice that are typical of the Victorian period's 
taste for ornamentation, even on utilitarian buildings. The 
separate entrances for the first and the upper stories may also 
indicate that the building was occupied by unaffiliated commercial 
tenants. 

The remodelled facade on the first story retains some unusual 
features of a circa 1930-1940 commercial storefront. Fluted 
aluminum sheets were a common remodelling device on older 
buildings. The use of new surfacing materials, such as sheets of 
fluted aluminum siding, combined with the turn-of-the-century 
structural abilities of steel framing to open up the first story 
into a large glass window wall. This facade is particularly 
noteworthy because of the incised Art Deco designs on the jambs of 
the store entrance. These geometric designs are not found on other 
buildings in the neighborhood. 

The nineteenth-century brick building is a representative 
example of the architecture on the unit block of N. Howard Street. 
The five-story height reflects the growing land values that 
encouraged builders to build tall buildings on the lower section of 
N. Howard Street near the intersection with the commercially 
valuable Baltimore Street. The circa 1930 facade is representative 
of one of last periods of commercial vitality for the street. 

The interior of the second floor is notable for the 
nineteenth-century panelled wall partitions that divide the space 
into offices. The electrical elevator and dumbwaiter are early 
technological advances that made the tall office/manufacturing 
building feasible.

Section 7 Description 
7.1 

The building has an L-shaped plan, with the back wrapping 
around the structure to the north, providing an alley access to 
Fairmount Street. The four-bay, north-facing, alley wall is five 
stories high. All the windows have seamed metal shutters, stone 
sills and brick splayed jack arches. The first story has (moving 
east to west) a window, door, window, and double door. The jack 
arches on this story also have a row of header bricks. The second 
and third stories have four 6/6 sash windows. The fourth story has 
windows in the first, second, and third bays. The fifth story is 
an attic story with short windows in the first and third bays. 

The back, east wall is six bays wide. The second and third 
stories have a window in the second bay (to the south) with three-
brick soldier courses. The fourth story has a window in the second 
and third bays. The fifth, attic story has a window in the second, 
third, and sixth bays. A pair of slit windows is located along the 
north edge of the wall in the first, second, and fourth stories. 
The cornice is of corbelled bricks. 

The interior of the first-story commercial space is a 
remodelled restaurant interior of circa 1970s date. The walls are 
laid in red and white glazed tiles. The grill and food preparation 
area is to the north and the seating is to the south. The 19th -
century pressed tin ceiling is still in place over the cooking 
area. The north wall juts out where the non-communicating 
staircase rises to the upper stories. 

The interior of the second-story commercial space is reached 
by the stair hall in the first bay. The street door opens into a 
green and rust tiled vestibule. A door opening (the door is 
missing) and three-light transom open onto the straight flight of 
stairs that rise to the east. The second floor has an open plan 
with a few partition walls. The ceiling is tongue and groove 
boards. Many pipes and wires are suspended from the ceiling. One 
partition wall runs north-south and demarcates two offices with 
street views. The partitions do not run to the ceiling. They are 
wood panelled with window openings overlooking the rest of the 
second-story space. A second partition forms an office along the 
south wall, without any street windows. The street windows have 
simple architrave with corner blocks. A row of posts runs down the 
east-west length of the room. The stairway to the upper stories is 
located in the bend of the L. Towards the back of the L are the 
elevator and dumbwaiters.
