DESCRIPTION 

This row is defined by two complementary articulations of the Italianate 
style: one, a pattern of alternating uniform cornice and gabled parapet; the 
other, the standard Italianate bracketed cornice row. The row is an intact, 
but partly vacant grouping of three-story, three-bay brick rowhouses. A 
touch of Queen Anne detail is apparent at the windows. 

Gabled sections define the ends of the row, and a uniform cornice line, the 
middle. The gabled units have ventilator panels and segmental window 
openings, and the facades have molded brick beltcourses. The doors are 
segmental-headed, and some have molded brick hoods. The units with straight 
ornices have flat-arched windows. All windows have stone sills. Both types 
of rowhouse have jigsawn carving in the cornices, marble porches, and marble 
facing on the foundations.

SIGNIFICANCE 

This long block of Italianate rowhouses was built by Clarence A. Pindell c. 
1887. 

In 1876, this block of Strieker Street was platted but undeveloped, located 
as it was just to the left of the Cathedral Cemetery grounds which extended 
from Whatcoat Street to Arlington, between Riggs and Winchester, and near to 
the train tunnel on Winchester Street. Based on the 1876 Hopkins map, the 
land may have been owned by the Lafayette Square Association at that time. 

">n February 21, 1887, David and Caroline Wilson, and Eben B. and Laura S. 
Hunting leased 21 lots of land on the east side of Strieker Street to 
Clarence A. Pindell. (Liber J.B. 1129, Folio 35.) The 1887 City Directory 
lists David Wilson as a principal in the firm of Wilson & Hunting of 
Baltimore County (see B-4452). The 1887 City Directory lists Clarence A. 
Pindell as a carpenter at 1348 N. Strieker Street, just up the street from 
the ground to be developed. 

The rowhouses on this block of Strieker first appear on the 1890 Sanborn Map. 
The 1880 census records for the two blocks immediately to the south of the 
1100 block on Strieker Street (the 900 and 1000 blocks today) indicate the 
demographic profile of the neighborhood as the 1100 block was put up. The 
records show that the Sandtown Strieker Street residents were white and 
generally born in the United States. They were employed in professional and 
merchandising trades, and worked as physicians, manufacturers and hardware 
clerks. Several had fathers born in England, Germany, Scotland, Ireland, and 
Austria. Several households had servants and cooks who were African 
American, while some households took in boarders. 

In the 1890s, the Baltimore Traction Company's Gilmor Line traveled up 
Strieker Street between Lafayette and Presstman, before diverging west up 
Gilmor, and finally to the Druid Hill Avenue car barn. 

The 1910 census for Strieker Street illustrates the change in the 
neighborhood's demographics during the years 1880-1910. By 1910, the 
majority of residents on Strieker Street were African Americans or of mixed 
origin ("mulatto" on the census). By 1910, Strieker Street was home

primarily to second- or third-generation Marylanders. Some had parents and 
grandparents who had been born in Virginia, Delaware, or North Carolina. 

In 1910, the men of Strieker Street worked generally in one of two areas, 
either labor or domestic work. They were employed as laborers for the 
railroad, steel yards, or street crews; stevedores at the wharf; porters for 
drugstores or tailors; or as domestic workers for private families (cooks, 
chauffers, or gardeners) . A few men worked as teachers or as clergy. A 
great majority of women residents worked as laundresses or seamstresses out 
of their own homes.

In 1930, City Directories for the 1101 block of Strieker Street shows the 
occupations of a few of the residents: a confectioner, a beauty shop owner, 
a music teacher, a minister, a dry cleaner, and a grocer.
