Building Three at the U.S. Naval Reserve Readiness Center (NRRC), Baltimore is constructed of masonry materials. The 55,488 
square-foot, 3-story brick-faced building sits on a poured-concrete foundation. The primary facade is symmetrically divided into 
seven bays with two arched windows and a 3-story wing flanking each side of the central entrance. A vaulted double-door 
entryway projects from the facade, articulating the entrance and setting it apart from the other bays. The entryway consists of 
dark glass panels with aluminum frames; a barrel-vault constructed of aluminum panels; and dark glass window lights contrasted 
by a white aluminum frame outlining the double doors. 

Building Three was built in 1915 as the reception and detention building of an immigrant processing center. It was later used as a 
hospital for Fort McHenry during World War I; a prohibition headquarters for the U.S. Treasury during the 1920s and 1930s; and 
a training facility by the U.S. Coast Guard from 1942 to 1945. The Naval Reserve moved into Building Three in 1947. The 
building is eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic Places under Criterion A, for association with a variety of events 
and themes in the history of Baltimore and Maryland.
