The 
New Theater, now Sunny's Surplus, was built in the unit 
block of Main Street, east side of the road and was 
opened on October 19, 1934. Built in Art Deco style; 
yellow facing brick trimmed with vertical lines in white 
stone (or concrete). Original programs preserved in 
Mrs. Goodwin's album of 1941.
