The Weber Farm is located near the historic village of Baldwin in the Eleventh District of Baltimore
County. By the mid-19"™ century, the community of Baldwin, named for the Baldwin family, was a
scattering of dwellings at the intersection of the northern branch of the Harford Turnpike with Baldwin
Mill Road and Long Green Pike. Baldwin grew rapidly in a southwesterly direction along the northern
branch of the Harford Turnpike and, by 1877, was a post office town with numerous buildings. James
Baldwin occupied the Weber Farmhouse in 1877 according to the Hopkins Atlas. Between 1877 and
1915, the Maryland and Pennsylvania Railroad was constructed, and Baldwin Station was established at

the intersection of Baldwin Mill Road and the railroad, enabling the village to maintain its importance

through the early 20" century.

This large two-and-a-half story farmhouse is sited in a rural setting on a sloping grassy lot with several
mature and immature trees surrounding the dwelling. The Gothic Revival wood-frame dwelling, built
circa 1863, sits on a solid random-rubble stone foundation and is re-clad with aluminum siding. The side-
gable roof of the main block features a steep center cross gable. A two-story wood frame ell addition is
located on the rear elevation. The dwelling exhibits overhanging eaves, an aluminum-encased soffit, and
cornice returns. Rising above the standing-seam metal roof of the main block are two interior-end brick
chimneys with corbelled caps. The fagade is illuminated with a variety of window types including 2/2
and 6/6 wood sash, industrial metal casement in the basement story, and tripartite casement-fixed
windows. The fagade is missing a doorway on first story. The basement story is accessed by a center
entryway via a single-leaf paneled door flanked by 3-light sidelights over a dado panel. Four historic
outbuildings are associated with this property; a garage, stable, shed (function unknown), and a drive-thru

barn.

This large two-and-a-half story farmhouse is sited in a rural setting on a sloping grassy lot with several mature and immature trees
surrounding the dwelling. Some foundation plantings line the front of the house. A paved driveway leads from Baldwin Mill Road
to the set back house and agricultural buildings. Four historic outbuildings are associated with this property; a garage, stable, shed
(function unknown), and a drive-thru barn.

The Gothic Revival wood-frame dwelling, built circa 1865, sits on a solid random-rubble stone foundation and is re-clad with
aluminum siding. The side-gable roof of the main block features a steep center cross gable. A two-story wood frame ell addition
is located on the rear elevation. The dwelling exhibits overhanging eaves, an aluminum-encased soffit, and cornice returns. Rising
above the standing-seam metal roof of the main block are two interior-end brick chimneys with corbelled caps.

The fagade is illuminated with a variety of window types including 2/2 and 6/6 wood sash, industrial metal casement in the
basement story, and tripartite casement-fixed windows. The fagade is missing a doorway on first story. It appears to have been
removed or covered over with the aluminum siding. The basement story is accessed by a center entryway containing a single-leaf
paneled door. Illuminating this entry are 3-light sidelights over a dado panel. The form of this dwelling, typical of Baltimore
County houses from this period, suggests that a full-width front porch has been removed.

The wood frame drive-thru barn, circa 1900, is wood frame and stands one-and-a-half-stories in height. It rests on a parged solid
random-rubble stone foundation and clad in vertical board siding. A 9-light wood casement window illuminates the fagade. The
front gable roof is clad in corrugated sheet metal. The roof features exposed roof rafters and a wood louvered cupola.

Next, the shed was constructed circa 1930, and stands one-story high on a pier foundation. The one-bay wide wood frame building
is clad in plywood. The front gable roof is clad in corrugated sheet metal.

The wood frame garage, circa 1930, is one-and-a-half stories in height, one bay wide, and rests on a solid random-rubble stone
foundation. It is clad with board-and-batten siding and features a roll-up paneled wood door. Above the door is a 9-light wood
casement window. The front gable roof is clad in corrugated sheet metal and features exposed roof rafters and a center cupola with
wood louvered vents.

Finally, the wood frame stable, circa 1930 clad in vertical board siding, is capped with side gable roof sheathed in corrugated sheet
metal. Resting on a random-rubble stone foundation, this barn is one bay wide containing a two-leaf vertical board sliding door.
The roof features exposed roof rafters. An ell addition sitting on a concrete block foundation is located on the rear elevation.

The Weber Farm is located near the historic village of Baldwin in the Eleventh District of Baltimore County. By the mid-19th
century, the community of Baldwin, named for the Baldwin family, was a scattering of dwellings at the intersection of the northern
branch of the Harford Turnpike with Baldwin Mill Road and Long Green Pike. In 1850, the village included a tavern and school in
addition to the many residential buildings along these roads.(1) Although it was little more than a cluster of residential buildings in
the mid-19th century, Baldwin grew rapidly in a southwesterly direction along the northern branch of the Harford Turnpike and, by
1877, was a post office town with numerous buildings. A second schoolhouse, blacksmith’s shop, Catholic church, and two general
stores served the residents of the Baldwin community and surrounding farmland.(2) The Weber farmhouse is occupied by James
Baldwin according to the 1877 Hopkins Atlas.

Between 1877 and 1915, the Maryland and Pennsylvania Railroad was constructed, and it’s course passed to the north of Baldwin
before intersecting with the northern branch of the Harford Turnpike northeast of the village. The establishment of Baldwin Station

as the community at the intersection of Baldwin Mill Road and the railroad enabled the village to maintain its importance through
the early 20th century.(3) Baldwin has remained a rural crossroads community through the late 20th century.
