
EMMARTS CHURCH - 1855 7110 Dogwood Road, Woodlawn 
vicinity. This Methodist Episcopal Church was dedicated 
in 1856, built in 1855 on property donated by Caleb 
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Em.mart. The congregation had begun meeting at the 
Emmart home in 1806. This was originally called the 
Whi tegrounds Church, and was bui 1 t with a slave 
gallery. The church is stone, with four bays of lancet 
windows in depth, gable roofed. The vestibule and frame 
tower trim.med with bargeboards were added in 1904.
