Built by
a member of Linthicum family. Purchased by Oregan Randolph
Benson and his bride soon after it was built. For a time
in the 1950s and 1960s, it was owned by a Baptist church.
Also called Windcrest. Gable roofed. Federal in style.
Entrance with sidelights and transom. Owner: James A.
Knowles, Jr.
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
