With its truncated gables this house, though on a small scale, 

has many ornamental architectural details or much soph1st1cat1on 
wh1oh survived despite the unfortunate addition or modern asbestos 
shingle s1d1ng. 

The plan, a typical Lutherville 'L' shape, has a one story 
porch without railings w1th1n the angle supported on simple turn­
ed columns with open worked fan brackets supporting the soff1t 
of the oorn1oe fac1a. This oorn1oe, like that of the bay window, 
on the projecting front winp;, with its angled side windows and pair 
of front windows, has a dentiled adaptation between larger solid 
brackets which are placed over each column of the porch and over 
oolonette pilasters between each opening of the bay window. 

The story and half wing, parallel to the strGet, ismsent1ally 
three 'bays long w1th second floor, central, double windows which 
extend as sem1-o1rcular arched openings above the porch roof into 
a low truncated gable. Over the s1delighted and transomed door­
way with its two paneled double doors, and the opposite end flank­
ing windwo there are above the porch roof and under the eaves 
round "bull's eye" windows with semi-circular sash with radial 
munt1ns. The trim formsa straight sill motif at the roof with 
1nf1lled scrolls. 

A similar bull's eye without sill trim lights the attic level 
above a pa1r of semi-circular arched windows or the second floor
