


~A- 678 J.E. HIBLINE, JR. HOUSE - Before 1877 - 9233 Dolfield 
Road, (south side), 1.4 mile east of Pleasant Hill 
Road. Shown as A. Hoff house in 1877 atlas and M.H. 
Hooper house in 1898 Bromley atlas. Two-story frame and 
unpainted weatherboard house of vernacular design, 
outside end-chimneys. Perched on slope, almost 
unnoticed from road. Owner: John E. Hibline, Jr. 

SELDOM-COME-BY (LYCETI' HOUSE) (SITE) Before 1877 
North side of Painter's Mill Road, 1. 2 mile west of 
Rei sterstown Road. Large, two- story frame and shingle 
house, gable roof, vernacular style, good condition, 
still in a rural setting in April, 1978. Shown as 
"Mason" house in 1877 and 1898 atlases, and as F.N. 
Bussey in 1915 atlas. Reported in 1973 as likely to be 
impacted by interchange for proposed relocated U.S. 
140. Large, frame barn; tenant house; outbuildings. 
Owner: Jack L. Baylin. House was demolished, 1981. 

CHERRY HILL - Before 1850 - North side of Cherry Hill 
Road, 0.8 mile west of Reisterstown Road. Shown as J. 
Berryman house on 1850 map and as William Rich's in 1877 
atlas. Brick house, painted white, Federal style, 
two-stories, gable roof, two-story pedimented entrance 
porch added. Fair condition. House survives near 
swimming pool in apartment complex called Tiff any 
Square. Frame addition at rear.
