Frame house covered with wood shingles 
and aluminum siding; gable roof, cross-gable, stone 
foundation, full width front porch. Style is 
Victorian. Donald R. Ingram was owner at time of 1972 
survey.

HEWES HOUSE - Before 1898 - 229 Central Avenue. Built 
by Dr. Leas for his daughter Sarah Frush. Shown in both

HOPKINS HOUSE - After 1915 - 221 Central Avenue. Not 
found in 1915 atlas. Colonial revival house, board and 
batten covering, hip roof, block foundation, excellent 
condition.

BARSTOW HOUSE Before 1898 215 Central Avenue. 
Shown in 1898 atlas as Mrs. Roberts' and in 1915 as Mrs. 
Sadtler' s. Frame, shingled house in Queen Anne style 
with garnbrel roof, large dormers, bay windows, stone 
foundation. Owner: Arthur F. Barstow. 

CAPLES HOUSE - Before 1898 - 211 Central Avenue. Shown 
in 1898 and 1915 atlases as Frank D. Orrick's, father of 
present owner. House was called Cromwell Park. 
Victorian structure, frame with covering of clapboard 
and fish-scale shingles; gable roof, stone foundation. 
Former owner, at 1972 NR survey, Elizabeth O. Caples.

BLADGET.r HOUSE Before 1898 209 Central Avenue.
