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two-story high porch with slim posts.

GEIPE BOUSE - Before 1898 - 119 Central Avenue. Shown 
in 1898 and 1915 atlases as G. Bellows house. Frame 
structure with wood shingle covering, built in Victorian 
Downing-Vaux cottage style with gable roof and stone 
foundation. Lancet windows sometimes in pairs. Owner: 
Joseph P. Geipe. 

BELT BOUSE - Before 1898 - 117 Central Avenue. Shown 
in 1898 and 1915 atlases as G. Longnecker's. Victorian 
house in frame and wooden shingle with gable roof and 
stone foundation. Owner: Edward W. Belt.
