TULLIS BOUSE - After 1915 - 302 Central Avenue. Not in 
1915 atlas. Victorian house in frame with vertical 
board covering, gable roof, concrete block foundation.

Not in 
1915 atlas. Victorian house of frame, covered with 
weatherboard; gable roof; stone foundation.
