
DOUBLE HOUSE Before 1850 SW corner of Sweet Air and 
(14116) Manor Roads. Shown as L. D. Patterson's on 1850 map 
and as the L. Sherman house of atlases from 1877 thru 1915. 
Sherman was a tinner in 1878 business directory. Large house 
built in two styles: the east half in vernacular, 
clapboarded construction with gable roof; 2-~ stories with 
dormers; small entrance porch. West end is a two-story house 
in vernacular or functional style, also clapboarded, with 
shed roof. Owner: 
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
