This church building is a one story, three bay by 
three bay T-shaped frame structure covered with aluminum 
siding. In the northwest corner formed by the angle of 
the T is a square entrance and bell tower with a gable 
roofed one story foyer attached. The upper part of the 
tower has pointed topped openings and is capped with a 
multisided peaked roof. Windows have single light sashes 
topped with triangular over lights, suggesting gothic in­
fluence. 1 The entrance has double doors, each with five 
horizontal panels. Above it is a triangular transom. 
The roof is covered with pressed metal shingles. A brick 
flue is located at the northeast corner of the building. 
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This church is typical of those built in Calvert County at the 
turn of the century. Aluminum siding has disguised its original 
character.
