The Coonan House represents the popularity of the cross-gabled roof on the I-house form at the turn of 

the twentieth century in Calvert County. Now clad in bricktex, the L-shaped single-family dwelling 

illustrates the lack of applied ornamentation in rural communities such as the agricultural-based 

Huntingtown. A front-gable tobacco barn clad in vertical wood boards that sits behind the existing shed 

is no longer associated with the property as the farm has been subdivided into several parts, with the 

parcel that the house sits upon separated from that the barn sits upon. 

Constructed about 1900, the two-story wood-frame structure has a stretcher-bond brick foundation, and is 

clad with bricktex. The one-room-deep I-house form is augmented by a two-story rear ell on west rear 

elevation and a three-sided canted bay on the south side elevation. A one-story concrete-block addition 

extends from the north side elevation. The cross-gable roof is covered with pressed metal in a fish-scale 

pattern. There are two interior corbeled stretcher-bond brick chimneys. The one-story, three-bay 

screened front porch has a half-hipped roof that is supported by square wood posts. The overhanging 

ogee-molded wood cornice has returns at the gable ends. The facade fenestration is comprised of 1/1 

wood-sash windows with square-edged wood surrounds. The windows on the ell are 2/2 wood sash with 

square-edged wood surrounds. A small front-gable, wood-framed shed is attached to the rear of the ell. It 

is clad with vertical wood board, and the roof is sheathed in asphalt shingles. A contemporaneous shed 

stands behind the house, to the northwest. It is a wood-frame structure that rests on a concrete-block 

foundation, is clad in bricktex over vertical wood board siding, and has a front-gable roof covered with 

sheets of corrugated metal. On its southern side of the shed is a front-gable, wood-frame addition clad 

with vertical wood boards. On the shed's northern side is a shed-roofed addition clad with corrugated 

metal.

SETTING 
The Coonan house at 120 Thanksgiving Lane is located to the southwest of Huntingtown. The 1.152-acre property is set within a 
suburban neighborhood on the corner of Thanksgiving Lane and Old Town Road. The sloping lot is accessed by a gravel drive and 
landscaped with mature trees and shrubs. 

PRIMARY RESOURCE 
Constructed about 1900, the wood-frame structure has a stretcher-bond brick foundation, and is clad with bricktex. The one-room-
deep I-house form is augmented by a two-story rear ell on west rear elevation and a three-sided canted bay on the south side 
elevation. A one-story concrete-block addition extends from the north side elevation. The cross-gable roof is covered with pressed 
metal in a fish-scale pattern. There are two interior corbeled stretcher-bond brick chimneys. The one-story, three-bay screened 
front porch has a half-hipped roof that is supported by square wood posts. The overhanging ogee-molded wood cornice has returns 
at the gable ends. The facade fenestration is comprised of 1/1 wood-sash windows with square-edged wood surrounds. The 
windows on the ell are 2/2 wood sash with square-edged wood surrounds. A small front-gable, wood-framed shed is attached to the 
rear of the ell. It is clad with vertical wood board, and the roof is sheathed in asphalt shingles. 

SECONDARY RESOURCE 
A contemporaneous shed stands behind the house, to the northwest. It is a wood-frame structure that rests on a concrete-block 
foundation, is clad in bricktex over vertical wood board siding, and has a front-gable roof covered with sheets of corrugated metal. 
On its southern side of the shed is a front-gable, wood-frame addition clad with vertical wood boards. On the shed's northern side is 
a shed-roofed addition clad with corrugated metal.

This house faces northeast on a h i l l overlooking the 
junction of Thanksgiving Lane and Old Town Road. I t i s 
a three-bay I-house with two-over-two double-hung-sash windows 
and a s ide l ighted and transomed cen t ra l doorway. There 
are two brick chimneys la id up along the walls of the passage. 
The south gable end of the house has clipped corners . The 
gable roof i s in ter rupted by a front-facing gable centered 
over the front entrance. The roof i s sheathed in molded 
sheet metal . The front cornice re turns on the gable ends. 
There i s an o r ig ina l two-story rear e l l and a one-story 
shed-roofed enclosed porch se t in the angle created by the 
main house and the two-story e l l . A concrete-block s i ng l e -
story wing was recent ly b u i l t onto the north gable end. 

At the back of t h i s l o t i s a tobacco barn, or iented 
with i t s gable end toward the e a s t . I t s v e r t i c a l s iding 
was secured with cut n a i l s . Down braces are v i s i b l e . There 
are hinged v e r t i c a l panels for v e n t i l a t i o n , but these , as 
well as the front gable-end entrance, have been nai led shut .
