7 North 4th Street, Denton is a two story, three bay house with
a side entrance plan. The structure is frame construction on a brick
foundation and is presently covered with asbestos siding. It has
a gable roof with a single interior end chimney stack. The main
facade has a side entrance and 2/2 pane sash windows in the other
bays. There is a full length, one story porch with turned columns,
and small brackets. Other trim on the main facade includes shelf
lintles, white louvered shutters, and corner pilaster strips.
There is a two story ell wing and a small one story addition, which
both have 6/6 pane sash windows.
