Marydel School is located on the northwest side of Maryland 
Route 311 in Marydel, Caroline County . 

The school is built in a cross shape with a small service ad­
dition in the northwest corner of the cross. The structure is frame 
on a brick foundation and is covered with a composite siding. The 
main facade (east elevati on) has an entrance in the projecting sec­
tion with a modern one story po~ch with a gable roof and metal sup­
ports and railings. The doorway has sidelights and transom. In 
the gable of the projection is a pointed arch ventilator . The two 
wings both have a row of three windows with large 9/9 pane sash. 
The south gable end has no openings , but the north gable has pointed 
arch windows . The shed addition is of concrete block and has a brick 
chimney. The roof is shingle and there are shaped rafter ends on 
an ornamental plate.
