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It is also difficult to determine a date of const!·uction for 3434 Uniontown Road from the 

land records. Its exterior appearance i:--: that of a late nineteenth century structure with i!s 
gable front main facade. recessed entrnnre. projecting h.iy window. and bracket cornice win­
dow trim. However. lsHiHh Pfwrce sold this Int to Snmuel Cox for $307 in 1837. The small size 
of the lot suggests thCJt a siructure was on thP. Int at that time. The Cox family held possession 
of the propertv until 1850. \\'hen Jacob I-I. Christ bought it for $562. In 1860. Christ sold the 
property to Sarah Wright for $650. and it st;ived in the Wright fRmilv through most of the 
nineteenth cenfitrv. The structure is one of thP morn visual!\ interesting buii<lings in the town. 
The asymmetrical fau1rle is n popular Victnri;rn period idiom th;tl contrasts sharply with the 
svmmP.trical fR.cadrs _;_;eneralh· found through Cnion!mvn. Thl! projecting l.Jav window. with its 
bracket cornice nnrl p;meling burH~dth ttw \\·induws. and iJw design of the other windows with 
their bracket and dentil cornicns ;irt> eve-c:=itchirtg fprifures usl'd to altrnct customers lo this 
commcrciai properly.
