1050 Medford Road is an excellent example of a farmhouse
being remodeled to a more fashionable Victorian style. The
house was the home of Abram Cassell (shown on both the 1862
and 1877 maps) and it appears the Cassell remodeled the
house in the 1870s to its present appearance. The remodeling
included ornamentation characteristic of the Italianate
style of the Victorian period through its asymmetrical
facade with projecting gable section, imitation-stone quoins
at the corners of the structure, molded and bracketed window
and door lintels, and sawn-wood porch design. The house
presents a rare rural interpretation in Carroll County of

this popular Victorian style.
