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The Hovermill House is a two story frame dwelling that is 
three bays long by two deep (not full baysl/ In the rear of the 
house is a two story wing of similiar construction as the front 
section. The exterior walls are covered with stucco. The house has a 
gable roof with asphalt shingles. The foundation is built of fieldstone 
and there is a cellar beneath the house. The facade has a central 
bay enclosedporch protection it. On the east gable is a one story 
bay window with a shed roof. The window sash is 2/2. 
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This house was a tenant house for a large farm that extended 
south from Calvert towards Zion. It gradually became part of the village 
instead of the farm. It was built about 1860. 
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The Maryland Historic Sites Inventory was officially created 
by an Act of the Maryland Legislature, to be found in the 
Annotated Code of Maryland, Article 41, Section 181 KA, 
1974 Supplement.
