This is a two and one half story frame house with a 
hip roof and center chimney. On the front is a fairly 
large gabled dormer with a double window and imbricated 
shingle in the dormer. There are two bays on the front, 
plus another bay in a one story wing on the south side. 
This wing has a flat roof with a ballustrade. In front 
of the front door, is a flat roofed portico supported 
by Doric columns. There is a gable on the north side 
of the house, a dormer on the south side. Also on the 
south side, beyond the one story addition, is a two 
story polygonal bay window with a gable above*
