This two-story frame house, now covered with asbestos and greatly altered from 

its original form, was built as a tenement house by Samuel Webster, the owner of Rose 

Hill farm. It probably predates the other houses on this street, possibly dating to the 

1840s. Rose Hill (D-14), now demolished, was one of the finest Federal period houses 

in the county, and Rose Hill farm was the largest farm in the area.
