'!he FdgelNOOd Cll.urc.h of Gcxi is a hall type church l::uilt in 1896 with rrajor 

renovations in 1970, which included a modern columned portico, a Georgian style 

door surrourxi, new roofing, and probably the brick exterior veneer with 

buttresses on the side elevations, as well as possible enlargement of the 

building in length. '!he general form of the church rerrains intact, with the 

three-bay south elevation, the six-bay side elevations, and the steeple over 

the south elevation. Established in 1896 by the Church of God of the Maryland 

and Virginia Eldership, the church was transferred to the local congregation in 

1970 and the major renovations were carried out during the same year. Because 

of the major changes to the exterior, the church is minimally significant in 

the context of late 19th century rural churches in Frederick County.

'Ihe Eiigewood Church of God is a one-story hall plan church Wilt in 1896 and 
sul::stantially rehabilitated in 1970 with a modern colunmed portico and. brick veneer 
exterior, located on the north side of Frlgewood Church Road just east of the 
intersection of Canp Raudy Road near Frederick {City), Frederick County, Maryland. 
'Ihe l::ui.lding may have a frame structure under the brick exterior. A vinyl -sided 
steeple with a louvred belfry is located at the south end of the gable roof. The 
principal elevation faces south toward the road and a modern paved parking lot and 
driveway are located on the west side of the Wilding. A datestone inscribed 1896 
is located at the southeast corner and. a second stone dated 1970 is inset at the 
southwest corner. 

'Ihe church has a three-bay south elevation under the modern portico. The center 
entrance is a m:rlern Georgian style with double paneled doors and a broken 
pediment. '!he flanking windows are 6/6 with fanlights. 'lhe east and west 
elevations have six bays with 9/9 fanlighted windows. 'Ihe bays are separated by 
brick ruttresses. 'Ihe steeple has a louvred belfry and a standing seam metal roof. 
'Ihe main roof of the dmrch is covered with modern composition material. The 
present size of the church in relation to other rural churches in the vicinity 
strorv;JlY suggests that the 1970 rehabilitation may have added one or two bays to the 
lerv;Jth of the l::ui.lding. '!he interior was inaccessible for this survey.

'Ihe Edgewood Churdl of God is a fair example of a late 19th century rural 
church, although considerable alteration took place in the 1970 rehabilitation. The 
church retains its overall hall plan and exterior form, with the steeple and belfry 
in place. However, the modern portico, roofing, and probable brick veneer 
significantly lowered the level of integrity of the building. 'Ihe Edgewood Church 
was established by the Church of God of the Maryland and Virginia Eldership in 1896 
and in 1970 was transferred to the local congregation, at which time the major 
renovations took place. In the context of late 19th century rural churches in 
Frederick County, 'Ihe Edgewood Church of God has minimal significance because of the 
1970 alterations.
