The Bartonsyille AME Church is a one story frame building covered with
asbestos over German siding banked against a hill which faces north from
the south side of Bartonsville Road.

The principal facade is one bay wide. The main entrance is a replaced
four panel door set into a front entrance porch, one bay wide and one
bay deep with steep gable roof covered with asbestos siding and an
asbestos roof. The main block of the building is four bays deep.

A one story cinder block addition extends south from the rear of the

building. Double hung 1/1 marbled stained glass occupies each bay on
the east and west sides of the building. There are no windows on the
north and south gable ends of the building,

A plain square steeple with pyramidal roof covered by tin straddles the
gable on the north end of the building, A wood finial rests on top of
the steeple.

The entire building is set on a banked low random stone foundation and
is covered by a corrugated tin roof with boxed cornice.
